PLAN A but a further inventive extension of the idea of artistic collaboration.

My experiences in these projects have convinced me of the great
advantages to be gained in working with artists in such collaborative
projects to the benefit of the artists themselves and their audiences.

Over the years the printmaking media and disciplines have often

led naturally to collaborative efforts as artists have relied on master
printers’ expertise and equipment to produce many successful and
famous results. But the technical side, as crucial as it is, has always

in the end been in the service of the aesthetic side. PLAN B differs
greatly in that the two sides, the 2 artists, and the artistic and technical
sides, are joined together to produce a single collaborative artwork.

Any form of collaboration requires an open mind, a willingness to
listen and often to step out of one’s comfort zone in order to examine
and explore our own work practice and our personal approach

to the thoughts and feelings that lead into the making process. It

is often only when working with others that we realise the hidden
processes and nuances inherent in our own practice but it also

can reveal the huge potential that collaborative creative practice

can bring in creating a new dimension of endless possibilities.

The goal of the PLAN A / PLAN B project is to provide the artists
with a unique opportunity of artistic and technical collaboration
and to provide the audiences with works that demonstrate the
full range of contemporary printmaking styles and processes. The
Project will limit size of prints to 50 x 70 cm with editions of up

to 5 and 6; and provide the audiences with statements by the
artists aimed at aiding the sense that audiences make in dealing
with the efforts the artists have made. Those efforts are of the
greatest variety influenced as they are by the obstacles met, by
the problems that were turned into opportunities, by the dialogue,
humour and harmony inherent in creative collaborations.
